Human Trafficking
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International Organization for Migration
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Assistance available to Victims of Human
Trafficking:

@ Public Prosecution - Public Prosecutor:
Provides legal assistance through recruiting an
attorney to defend the victims, and provides them
with the required legal information about the
applicable laws in the State of Kuwait.

@ Ministry of Interior - Public Moral Protection and
Anti Human Trafficking Department:
Provides protection to victims and witnesses,
investigates human trafficking claims, and arrests
the offenders.

@ Public Authority for Manpower - Expatriate
Manpower Lodging Center:
Provides accommodation, subsistence, social
support, and rehabilitation.

@ International Organization for Migration:
Provides assisted voluntary return and reintegration
assistance to victims of trafficking.

@ Ministry of Health:
Provides health and psychological care in line with
the victims’ individual needs. It also prepares medical
reports on the victims’ conditions in preparation for
providing them to the relevant authorities.

Law no. 91/2013 on Combating Human
Trafficking and Smuggling of Migrants:

Clause four of Article no. (1) of the Law on
Combating Human Trafficking defines human
trafficking as follows :

The recruitment, transportation, transfer,
harbouring or receipt of persons, by means of
the threat or use of force or other forms of
coercion, of abduction, of fraud, of deception,
of the abuse of power or of a position of
vulnerability or of the giving or receiving of
payments or benefits toachieve the consent of
a person having controlover another person, for
the purpose of exploitation.

Exploitation shall include, at a minimum, the
exploitation of the prostitution of others or other
forms of sexual exploitation, forced labour or
services, slavery or practices similar to slavery,
servitude or the removal of organs.

The following table illustrates actions that could be
considered human trafficking:
