Criminalizing Human
Trafficking in the
State of Kuwait
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To Human Trafficking
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Within the strategy of the Kuwaiti Ministry of Interior is to
develop the means and methods of combating crimes in
general, and in particularly human trafficking. This is because
according to the UN, human trafficking has become the
third largest and most profitable industry in the world after
narcotics and weapons.

Human trafficking is considered a massive violation of
human rights and freedom, and goes against all norms
that preserve human dignity and rights. It has become an
international (and national) phenomenon that isn't limited
to a specific country but is now a cross-border
(transnational) crime as well as being a phenomenon that
can affect nationals within their country of origin .

Accordingly, the Ministry of interior has dedicated abundant
attention to combat human trafficking through establishing
a counter trafficking unit, as a part of the Public Moral
Protection Department at the Criminal Investigations
Department, where the department is now called the
“Public Moral Protection and Anti Human Trafficking
Department” pursuant to Ministerial Resolution No. 5908 for
the year 2014. This department will be specialized in
combating and preventing human trafficking, in order to
protect human dignity.

Definition of Human Trafficking

The recruitment, transportation, transfer, harbouring or receipt of
persons, by means of the threat or use of force or other forms of
coercion, of abduction, of fraud, of deception, of the abuse of power
or of a position of vulnerability or of the giving or receiving of payments
or benefits to achieve the consent of a person having control over
another person, for the purpose of exploitation,

Exploitation shall include, at a minimum, the exploitation of the

prostitution of others or other forms of sexual exploitation, forced

labour or services, slavery or practices similar to slavery, servitude

orthe removal of organs.

MArticle no. 1, clause four, of Kuwaiti Law no. 91/2013
on Combating Human Trafficking and Smuggling of
Migrants.

Victims and Forms of Human Trafficking
® Children:
1- Victims of sexual exploitation :
- Sexual tourism and child prostitution.
- Exploitation in obscene movie scenes and performances.
- Sexual slavery.
- Forced marriage for the purpose of profiteering.
2-Viictims of exploitation in the following dangerous acts:
- Promoting narcotics.
- Exploitation in wars, armed conflict and the recruitment of child
soldiers.
- Selling and promoting weapons.
- Removal of mines.
- Working in places that are dangerous and that may affect their
health and wellbeing.
3- Victims of exploitation for solicitation.
4- lllegal adoption.

e Women:
- Victims of forced marriage.
- Viictims of forced abortion due to exploitation or for using
embryos in scientific research.
- Exploitation in work in dangerous places.
- Exploitation for pornographic materials.
- Exploitation for commercial purposes, in publicity and advertising.
o Domestic workers and the like :
- Forced to perform work that exceeds their abilities.
- Denied the salary set in their employment contract.
- Victims of deception and fraud committed by recruitment and
employment agencies.

® Victims of the removal and sale of human organs.

International Efforts

International laws and initiatives often seek to achieve one
or more of the following:

1- Protect persons at risk of being trafficked, 2- protect victims
of human trafficking, and 3- combat predators of the crime.
Among the most important international laws in combating
human trafficking is the United Nations Convention against
Transnational Organized Crime and the Protocol to Prevent,
Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons Especially Women
and Children. Accordingly, the international community is
interested in the progress of each country in combating
human trafficking.

The Criminal Investigation Departmen(CID) is
the government institution responsible for receiving
all claims of violations of the law.

CID carries out investigations to verify the accuracy
and seriousness of the claims and the information
provided, and duly takes necessary legal procedures.
