Foreign Labour

“Rights and Duties”
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Dear Foreigner to the State of Kuwait
Kuwait is an independent sovereign Arab state, its
religion is Islam, and the Islamic Sharia is a main
source of its legislation. Respect of the religious
principles, law, public morals, customs, and traditions
is a requirement of all people in Kuwait, nationals
and foreigners.

Any violation of the law or the public morals will
be duty investigated, and all actors will be subject
to legal questioning.

General Guidelines:
Kuwaiti Law criminalizes and punishes contributing
to or promoting the following:

® Human trafficking.
@ Prostitution or any association to it.
® Gambling in all its forms.

@ Solicitation and/or exploiting others for the purpose
of solicitation (especially women and children).

® Selling and purchasing of human organs (A form of
Trafficking in Persons).

® Acquiring an employment opportunity while ona
visitor visa.

It is your right to:
@ Keep your passport and all your personal documents
on your person at all times.

@ At the end of each month, receive the entire amount
of salary mentioned in your work contract.

@ Receive a daily and weekly break from work

@ Read the labor law applicable to you in order to better
understand your rights and obligations.

It is your obligation to:

@ Perform your duties as stipulated in your work
contract.

@ Protect the resources and property of your employer.

Ensure that you ask for advice if:

@ You have been forced to sign a contract written in
a language you do not understand.

@ You have not been provided with a copy of your
employment contract.

® You do not know the necessary procedures for
obtaining legal residency in Kuwait.

® You have not received the complete salary
mentioned in your employment contract, or if an
amount has been unfairly deducted from your
salary.

@ You are forced or asked to pay a part of your income
to your employer, in order to allow you to work for
a third party.

@ Any other matters that may cause you problems, or
that might subject you to legal questioning.

The Criminal Investigation Department (CID) is
the government institution responsible for receiving
all claims of violations of the law.

CID carries out investigations to verify the accuracy
and seriousness of the claims and the information
provided, and duly takes necessary legal procedures.
